Airports in Manitoba

Manitoba has 130 airports and aerodromes.
Winnipeg International is an Authority Airport.

Airports with at least 1000 scheduled passengers
per year qualify for federal funds; eg. Thompson.

Airports like Brandon and Dauphin do not.

Southport is a privately owned public use airport
mainly used for military training.

24 are northern govt - owned airports operated by
MIT providing access to remote communities.

In southern MB there are 42 (approx) small, rural,
oublic - use airports, some privately owned.

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What’s Happening Elsewhere?

1 Different things in different provinces.

} Many provinces own and operate airports that
serve remote areas 0 NL, QC, ON, MB, SK, YK,
NWT, & NT.

1 In Manitoba the 24 northern airports with about
26 km of gravel runways cost $10M in 2006.

1 Several provinces have capital support
programs, some for airports like our RSPUAs.

1+ Our sister provinces, Alberta and Saskatchewan
have capital support programs.

Manitoba Airports Capital
Assistance Program - MACAP

» MACAP was 1 nstituted 1 n t
} By application, projects were considered on a

50:50 funding basis.
1 $300,000 was made available annually.

 MACAP was cancelled in 2004 to focus on
operating and maintaining the 24 northern
airports.

1 $1.3M was allocated to 68 projects at 23
airports over those years.

Apparently MACAP was undersubscribed.




AB Community Airport Program

AB has 72 community - owned public - use airports.

The CAP goal is to maintain and protect licensed
COPUASs in support of safe airport operations, GA
operations, and commercial air charters, forest fire
suppression, medi - vac operations, local and
regional economic development, and protection of
provincial investment in airports.

CAP will provide funding assistance to COPUAs for
rehabilitation and construction requirements.

Rehabilitation of airside portions, typically
pavement, runway extensions are considered.
